CONCURRENT ENROLLMENT

This is a concurrent enrollment class. It is MANDATORY.  Please go to my website to see Weber State’s complete syllabus.  There is a onetime $30.00 fee to be admitted to Weber and students are required to pay $15.00 tuition directly to Weber.  These two fees will be paid online to Weber by the student/parent.  
Expectations

Daily Participation

It is vital to your education that you ATTEND CLASS, arrive ON TIME and participate in ALL class activities. Please note that we do a lot of important and unique learning, which is hard to replicate outside of the classroom. Points will be given daily by the following scale:

10 pts – On time, completed Bell Ringer, assigned tasks and participated in all class activities.

  8 pts – Student arrived late to class or did not fully participate in class activities

  0 pts – Student did not attend class

Students with excused absences must make arrangements with me beforehand.  Task will still be required to be completed. 

Individual Projects & Assignments
Individual projects will be assigned throughout each quarter as deemed appropriate.  Exact point value along with deadline and requirements will be provided upon distribution of assignment.
For each chapter there will be a homework assignment that will be done online. We will use ChiTester database. Up to 10 points each will be given for achieving 80% or better. 
 Make up Work Procedures 
Assignments are due on the due date Students will have one week to complete each assignment, test, or quiz. Students are responsible to see me for makeup work following any absence, regardless of the reason. Students who miss work have up to 2 class days to make up any assignment. No makeup work will be given for truancies or unexcused absences. Late work will be given a 10% deduction per day. Absolutely no work will be accepted after the test for that unit has been taken, unless an extenuating circumstance has been discussed with me before hand. I will be in my classroom and available for student help in the mornings before school, or by a scheduled time that we have discussed. Remember, no makeup work will be given until an absence is excused.
Quizzes / Tests

A 5 question quiz will be given at the beginning of each class period that will review the chapter that should have been read the night before.  No prior notification, be prepared! Tests will have a 5 day testing window. Test will be taken on line, at home. If a student does not meet the benchmark on that test, they will have the option to retest in the next 3 days. Failure to test within the 4 day test window will result in a zero score. Extenuating circumstances will be honored only will PRIOR WRITTEN (email) arrangements.
Grading
Grades are based off of Classroom Participation, Assigned Tasks, Individual Projects, Quizzes and Tests.  Grades are recorded on a percentage basis. This grading scale will match the Weber grading scale. Concurrent students will only get a grade at the end of the semester. Weber only gives one grade.
